Banbridge Junior Rugby Football Club will provide facilities for training, matches, transport
and accommodation etc. for the development of junior rugby.

In order that this is successful players will be required to behave in an appropriate manner at
all times for their own safety and that of others.

It is important that parents/guardians support both the principles of good discipline and
behavior and also the club coaches in carrying out their duties.

On practice Saturdays Mini and Maxi players should not arrive at the clubhouse before
9:30am and they should be collected no later than 11:45am. The Club will have no
responsibility whatsoever if parents/guardians are late collecting their children and the
relevant coach will be free to leave.

No player will be allowed to play or practice up an age group without written permission
from their parent/guardian.

We would point out that as there is only one set of showers in the club, U-13, U-15, U-17 &
U-19 teams may be using the showers at the same time as the Minis and Maxis are in the
changing rooms. If parents/guardians perceive this to be a problem they should inform their
children and the relevant coach accordingly.
